The first point in Pastor Todd’s message was that proper

Read Psalm 91:1, 4. The NKIJV refers to the “secret place of
the Most High.”

Can you share about a time in
your life when you lacked freedom because you were in
rebellion?

Read 1 Thessalonians 5:23, Galatians 5:16 and Romans
12:1. Are you walking in alignment within yourself? If not,
what steps do you need to take?

Read Roman 4:19-21. How does your faith align with God’s
will? Is there an area of your walk of faith where you need to
bring alignment? What steps are you going to take to do it?

Read Eph 5:21-28; 6:1-4. Are you walking in alignment with
God’s will in your family? What steps are you going to take
to do it?
